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ABSTRACT

A. Scope of the Study

The purpose of this descriptive research was to study emotional quotient level,
factors related to emotional quotient level and correlation between emotional quotient level
and academic achievement.

B. Research Methodology

The subjects were four hundred Payap University students. They were selected by
siratified sampling and simple random sampling. The data were collected during
December 2005 -January 2006.

The research instruments were demographic questionnaire, achievement motivation
questionnaire, stress test, personality questionnaire, seif — esieem gquestionnaire and
emotional quctient questionnaire developed and used by the National Mental Health
Department. Data were analyzed by the SPSS for Windows program using frequency,

percentage and stepwise multiple regression analysis.



C. Results

The resulis revealed that Payap University students scored in the range of normal
emotional quotient level. Factors related to emotional quotient evel were self — esteem,
adult personality, nurturing parent personality, free child personality, achievement
motivation, seeking the advice of the advisor, sex, family relationship, mother's career,
caring child's rearing, father's highest level in education, family's hope, attitude toward
faculty and science and health science's students at 0.05 level of significance.

Finaily, the result of the relationship analysis between emotional quotient fevel and
academic achieverment showed that good emotional quotient correlated to academic
achievement at 0.05 level of significance.

The researcher suggests that Payap University students should be prepared by
Religious Affairs and Community Relations, Student Development Affairs and Payap Advisor

Committee to improve emoticnal guotient.
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
