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Abstract

A. Scope of the Study

This research aimed at constructing An Exercises in Written Basic Thai for
Students of Thai as a Foreign Language (TFL} and finding students’ learning efficiency
thraugh using of the Practice Module;
B. Research Methodology

The sample population for the study were 15 students of the Intensive Thai
Program taking the Basic Reading and Writing Course in the academic year 2006 at

Payap University.



The instruments used in this study were A Practice Module for Spelling in Basic
Thai for Learners of Thai as a Foreign Language. An Achievement Test of Basic Thai
Spelling, and A Test of Basic Knowledge in Thai Spelling.

C. Results

Findings of the research were as follow:

1. The average score of subjects’ pre-test resuit was 6.07 out of the total
score 30, or 20.22 %; while their average post-test score was 23.53 out of the total
score 30, or 78.44 %. It could thus be concluded that the students’ ability in spelling
increased.

2. The students’ learning efficiency through using of the Practice Module for
Spelling in Basic Thai for Learners of Thai as a Foreign Language was 99.23 /80.44,
an appropriate efficiency level to be used in teaching and could meet the E1/E2
standard criterion set at 80/80.

3. The average post-test achievement score in spelling of the subjects in
Basic Reading and Writing was 71.00 %.

Results of the study indicate that the Practice Module for Spelling in Basic
Thai for Learners of Thai as a Foreign Language is an effective instrument that can be

effectively used in teaching foreign students of the Thai language.
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
