Data from
the questionnaires were analyzed with descriptive statistics method, i.e., frequency, percentage,
mean and standard deviation. In addition, inductive statistics of independent and dependent
variations were used to compare the results as t — test, F — test (One — way Analysis of Variance)
and Pearson’s Product Moment Correlation Coefficient. marital status, length of time since
domestic in Bangkok

C. Conclusion

The results showed that people in Tumbon Nongpakrung had a medium level of knowledge and
understanding in the Philosophy of Sufficiency Economy. The significant factors of sample group
with relativity to knowledge and understanding at 0.05 were educational level, career, format of
residence, household savings, and debt, While factors that were related to the application of
Sufficiency Economy philosophy in life of people domiciliation in Tumbon Nongpakrung with
relativity value at 0.05 were age, place of registration, income, occupation, household income,
and format of residence domicile. Whereas level of knowledge and understanding in the
Philosephy of Sufficiency Economy is not related to the application of the philosophy of

Sufficiency Economy in life,

Suggestion: Enhancing cognitive understanding can be coupled with the strengthening of the
application of the sufficiency economy philosophy in life. The development of knowledge and
understanding of The Philosophy of Sufficiency Economy as well as its application. Should be
designed with the possibility of its implementation and compliance with the context of the
