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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research report of “Problems in The Act of Granting The
Cornpensation to The Accused Aggrieved Parties in Criminal Cases, 2544 BE: A Study of
Chiang Mai Province, Thailand.” are analyzing of such problems in cases of
compensation, and legal practice in order to gain the guidance to amend the related
practice in the Act of Granting The Compensation to The Accused Agerieved Parties in
Criminal Cases, 2544 BE.

The population of this research are the legal documents associated with the
issue, and 31 individuals associated with the implementation of this Act. The interview
and group discussions were adopted to collect the data by means of recording
document from the in-depth intendews, group discussion. The data was analyzed by
Content Analysis, classification and inductive conclusions analysis, then, presented by

the descriptive analysis.

Findings

1. The legal problems of the victim compensation were caused by some
sections in the Act were unclear, needed to be interpreted of the laws Section
Commandments and some sections were not inconsistence with the real situation.
There for, the victims are not entitled to the rights or restricted unfairly.

2. The issues of practicing the Act were caused by the mechanism of the Act
that limits the rights of the victims from the limited authority of the officers, the
remuneration standard of the Board of Directors is uncertain, the community Justice
Center is not sufficient and there'is no legal support as well as inefficient dissemination
of knowledge to the pubtic.

Suggestions

1. Improve the interpretation of certain clauses and section of the Act and
the Ministerial regulations in order to provide better understanding and précising.

2. Improve certain sections of the Act and the Ministerial regulations to
eliminate the interpretation, as well as extending the right and fairess to associate with
the actual situation consistently.

3. Improve certain sections of the Act and the Ministerial regulations by

amending the Act in crder to solve the problems in practicing.

4. Provides legal support to improve the Network Community Justice Center
to optimize the preventive mission of the government.

5. The related parties could be benefited from the findings by improving the
operation of this Act to generate the faimess and efficiency. The interested parties can

expand and extend the findings of the study in mutltiple means.
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
