The study aims to 1} Study the readiness of SMEs towards international business
engagement 2) Study factors influencing success of SMEs in the Upper Northern
Thailand. Data were collected through questionnaires distributed to 318 executives of
SMEs whose operated internationally within Northern Thailand. The statistic method
used in data analysis were Descriptive Statjstics Confirmatory Factor Analysis: CFA and
Structural Equation Modeling: SEM

The result of this study showed that the readiness of SMEs towards international
business engagement in the Upper Nohern Thailand was moderate

The result of this study showed that the most important factor influencing to
their operational succeed measured by statistic significant were management function,
international marketing strategy and external environments with influencing coefficients

of 0.23, 0.07 and 0.02 successively.
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
