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VILLAGE AND AREA SUMMARY



INTRODUCTION

1., PBACKGROUND OF THE PROJECT

The Integrated Pocket Area Development Program (1PAD) was
organized as a Jjoint project between the Thai government and
Untied Nations Fund for Drug Abuse Control (UNFDAC} to help solve
the problem of cpium production by hilltribes in highland areas.
This project is a continuation of an effort to effect integrated
development of different highland areas such as those supported by
the United Nations {(Pae Por, Wieng Pha, Sam Mun, Doi Yac}, anrd
bilateral programs such as those supported by the governments of
the United States and Germany. These programs included among
their objectives the improvement of the standard of living of tLhe
hilltribe peoples, the reduction of opium production and the
altenvation of destruciion of natural resources.

The TPAD project, as an integrated area development project,
is designed to improve the well being of the hilliribe" population
in the project area in terms of agricultural production, educa~-
tional opportunity, health and nutrition status including elimina-
tion of opium production. The project intends  to -bripg about
these improvements are to be broughl about in such a manner that
they are both ecologically scund and sustainable. Four areas, or
pockets, of opium production have been identified by the project
in Mae Chaem and Om Koi Districts, Chiang Mai plus Pail and Mae La
Noi Districts in Mae Hongson Province.

Te further these project goals, the IPAD project requested
the Research - and Development Institute, Pavap University, to
conduct a socio-economic baseline survey of three preject pocket
areas, i.e., Huai Saji Luang, Tambon Pang Hin Fon in Mae <Chaem
District, Kaeng Hom, Tambon Muang Paeng in Pai District and Mae
La, Tambon Mae Na Jang in Mae La Noi District. No such surveyv had
ever been undertaken in these areas. :

2, OBJECTIVES

The analysis of the socio-economic data from the Payap
Research and Development Institute is intended for use by the IPAD
project iy planning project development activities through the end
of the project, currently scheduled for 1993, The data will also
provide a baseline against which project progress can be measured.

3. METHODOLOGY

3.1 Survey data was collected by means of questionnaires
which were designed in cooperation with IPAD to provide informa-
tion on development indicators developed by the project during
meetings held in February and March 1991 between IPAD, Payap

Research and Development Institute and the Tribal Research Insti- -
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ftule. {The latter organization conductlted the socic-economic
baseline survey in the Om Kol District project area.)

‘As agreed upon at these meetings, data was collected at
three levels: household level {interviewing hecusehold heads),
village Jevel {interviewing village headmen) and district level
(inlerviewing districl government officials). A separate gues-
lionunaire was prepared to obtain required data at each of these
levels.

3.2 The PRDI project team was composed of ~field enumera-
tors, team leaders and researchers. A total of 16 ethnie Raren
were selected and hired as field enumerators by PRDI, These
individuals were then trained in field interview methods and on
how o use the household survey guestionnaires.

Two team leaders were also trained. Both were ethnic harens
and graduates of Payap University. They were responsible for
interviewing village headmen, supervising the field enumerators
and insuring that all household questionnaires vwere properly
completed. :

A total of seven individuals, all instructers at Payap
Universily, conducted interviews with district level government
officials and conducted the data analysis. This group included
the project director and coordinator, field supervisor, and four
researchers. The team included Asst. Prof. Prasert Bhandhachat,
Director, Pavap Research and Development Institute; Dr. G, Lamar
Robert, Director, Research Division, Payap Research and Develop-
ment Institute; Dr, Vachara Sindhuprama, Department of History,
Faculty of Humanities; Asst. Prof. Sriwan Wongcharoen, MacCormick
Faculty of Nursing; Chaloemsak Khattiya, Acting Director, Develop-

Pliochanachai, Research Division, Payap Research and Development

' 5. ORGANIZATION OF THE BASELINE SURVEY

The results of the analysis of the baseline survey included
in this report are included in four sections as follows:

SECTION ONE. Village and area summary. This section pro-
vides a brief two-page statisiical summary of each of the project
villages through selected key statistics. Data in this section
was oblained from district, village and household surveys.

SECTION TWO. Village profile. This section includes vil-
lage level data on the socio-economic status of the villages. The
data was ohtained from various sources including village profile
survey questionnaire.

SECTION THREE. The third section includes summary statis-
tics from the household survey guestionnaire.

SECTIOR FOUR. The final section is composed of individual
maps showing the location of houses, schools, health stations,
water sources, etc., for each village.

APPERDICES. In the appendices are included the English
translation of each of the survey instruments.




SUMMARY OF ORSERVATIONS IN THE MAE CHAEM POCKET . AREA
MAE CHAEM DISTRICT, CHIANG MAT PROVINCE

This pocket area begins 47 kilometers from the district
capital at Mae Chaem and extends to 74 kilometers from that town.
The -access road to the area is under repair. Upcn completion it
will he usable throughout the vear. Road communication within the
area is possible only in the drv season. In any eveni, only half
the villages in the area are connected by roads. Other villages
are ahoutl one to twe hours walk from the nearest road. '

Some ~villages do not have a viliage headman or assistant
Lhieadman. This makes administration, development and  problenm
solving more difficult and less efficient.

Nearly all the villagers in this area are Karen. 1In terms
of religion, there are Buddhists, Christians and Animists. Most
villagers are very poor. In addition to environmental factors, a
significant cause of poverty is opium addiction.

There are a number of Office of Primary Education (OPE)
- primary level schools {Sc Bo Cho) in the area. 1In addition, there
are Non-Formal Education {(NFE) Schools many of the other villages,
bul Llese NFE schools are not well established ih terms of build-
ings or personnel.

In terms of public health, this area lacks development in
the area of sanitation, e.g., the use of proper toilets,

In economic terms, most villagers are quite poor due to a
lack of extension ~assistance with appropriate cash crops and
marketing agricultural produce,

Most of the problems in the areas of health and education
stem from communication difficulties. It is difficult for wvil-
lages with no school or health facilily to obtain these services
from other villages. 1t is particularly difficult when there 1is
an urgent need to obtain services from the district.

Most villages have received little assistance with agricul-
tural development. Some villages have begun planting coffee but
the trees are still too voung to bear fruit. Many villages have &
problem with.flooding of agricultural areas. They also lack an
appropriate irrigation system.

In summary, Lhis area is located far from the center of
administration and has serious communication problems. It has not
received adequate assistance from governmental and non-governmen-
tal agencies.
