ABSTRACT
The objective of the research presented is to examine
the changes in population, economics, society and
development among the residents of Mae Khaaw. It includes

problems, needs and progress from a cooperative project
between Payap University and the the residents of Mae Khaaw
to improve quality of life.

The data which was analyzed comes from interviews with
three groups totaling '~ 200 individuals. 120 wvillage
residents, 40 students and 20 members of the Payap staff
were included. After the initial report was assembled, a
meeting was arranged between the researchers and three
village committees to check the accuracy of the report and
look for trends to address together in the future.

This report consists of 5 chapters:

Chapter 1. The history, objectives, parameters, and
order of research, including anticipated results of the
research.

Chapter 2. Presents the data collected in the village
studies. ‘

Chapter 3. Presents the analysis of the field data in
the areas of population, economics and society.

Chapter 4. Presents the perspective of the local
residents, students and Payap University staff concerning
the problems, needs, character of the work and progress of
the cooperation between Payap University and the target
communities.

Chapter 5. Summary and Suggestions.

The results of the study show that the Mae Khaaw
community is changing rapidly in every area including land
use, economics, society, culture and administration.

Land and 1land use. The land is generally used for
businesses, residences and service ventures. Only a small
percentage of the land is used for agriculture. The trend

seems to support a decrease in agricultural land.

Economics and occupations. Occupations are changing to
those in which residents hire themselves out. This is due to
several factors such as the sale. of land, the lack of stable
agricultural prices, the stability of government or public
sector jobs and the ease of those jobs.

Society and culture. Urbanization has caused many
different social changes. In particular, the ties young
women feel with family, community and activities in the
community are decreasing. Many individuals who have

families of high standing leave to receive higher education
and the community becomes only a place to visit, not a
traditional home.



Administration of the area has changed in the area of
sanitation. Sanitation usually depends on the authority of
the village headman or village committee which means that
the residents have the opportunity to take increased
responsibility. In the area of sanitation they are not
progressing, do not have district agricultural services or
district public health services as some other villages have.

The attitude that most villagers have towards Payap
University is good. The University has arranged several
community service projects including a special education
project for children in the local schools, a development
project alongside the residents on Mother's day, and a
health survey. The village committee has proposed that
these projects should continue .and have asked that
arrangements be made for this.

The response o0f the students and staff at Payap
University was generally that they did not know Payap
University had a project in cooperation with the community
of Mae Khaaw. However, one. individual thought that
community service should aim for communities farther from
Chiang Mai owing to the fact that most residents in Mae
Khaaw have already progressed to a high level.
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
