Aging is becoming an obvioﬁs and urgent problem in
Thailand because of the separation of livelihood earnings from
the family resulting from the rapid economic development creat-
ing tremendous employment opportunities and transferring the
main sources of income outside the realm of family; because of
an achivement of governmental family planning policy and the
increase in life expectancy resulting from the progress of medical
and health sciences. The rapidly increasing number of persons
over sixty in our population has created a dual psychosocial
problem : the problem of the elderly individual; and that of the
society in which he lives., The first of these is of the immediate
importance; solving the individual problem will go for toward
solving that of society. To meet the aged's problems Qe need to
apply the findings of research, Though there are many areas for
which the psychosocial studies are important, my concern is
particularly over the elder's life satisfaction,
