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ARSTRACT

This study had two main objectives. Firstly, the study aimed at
studying the procurement systems and storage and information services for
existing Lan Na documentation as well as materials that are now being
produced. Secondly, the study is an attempt to  create a- data ba;e
containing these resources and those of other recognized information
sources.

The research methodology used was primarily a swrvey of 52
information sources in the upper north of Thailand, including the provinces
of chiang Mal, Lamphun, Lampang, Chiang Rai, Phayao, Phras, Han, and MHae
Hong Son. The data, which was generated from questionnaires and interviews,
were processed by the content analysis method. In presenting the reSearch
findings, a descriptive approach was used.

It was found that the 52 information sourecs studied had different
operating systems. These can be categorized as follows: libraries,
information centers, cultural centers, archives, museums and research
centers. Most of the sources served togather and store information about
northern Thailand. Libraries also store a considerable amount of general
information. The sourecs are open to the public.

There are two crucial problems for the information sources. These

-are an inadequate number of staff and a lack of financial support.
