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This thesis describes the important elements of Ngo Chang grammar within a general
theoretical frame of Functional Grammar (FG). Ngo Chang is a language spoken in
northern Myanmar and Yunnan province, China (Inglis and Inglis 2003). Ngo Chang

is a Lolo-Burmese Tibeto-Burman language (Grimes 2005).

Important elements of grammar are word classes, phrases, clause types, clause
modifications and sentences. Chapter three describes word classes including nouns,
pronouns, determiners and demonstratives, quantifiers and numerals, classifiers, case
system, verbs, auxiliaries, adverbs and adjectives. Chapter four presents noun phrases,
verb phrases, adverb phrases and adjective phrases. Chapter five discusses seven
clause types: intransitive clauses, locative intransitive clauses, transitive clauses,
ditransitive clauses, locative transitive clauses, equative clauses and stative clauses.
Chapter six shows clause modifications: interrogative clauses (including Yes/No
questions, confirmation questions, tag questions and information questions),
imperative clauses, voices (including passive, causative, reflexive and reciprocal),
relative clauses, complement clauses and negation. Chapter seven examines three
sentence types: complex sentences, compound sentences and comparisons. After the

conclusion, a short annotated Ngo Chang text is appended.
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
