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The objective of this study was to explore
undergraduate students’ motivation orientations. The
participants were 275 undergraduate students in a
university in the north of Thailand who took a general
English course in the second semester of academic year
2004. The instrument used to collect data was a five-
point Likert scale questionnaire adapted from that of
Noels, Pelletier, Clement, and Vallerand. This 26-item
questionnaire investigated EFL learner’s external
regulation, identified regulation, intrinsic motivation,
introjected regulation, and amotivation. The results of
the factor analysis revealed that the most important
motivation and orientations for the participants were
external regulation (career), identified regulation, and

external regulation (travel).
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
