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Coursebooks play significant roles in many language programs. Most language
programs employ at least one coursebook, with coursebooks offering structure and guidance
for both teachers and learners. However, some writers have expressed the opinion that
coursebooks can hinder the teachers because teachers may become overly dependant on
them. However, as literature in this field of coursebook evaluation remains scarce, it is worth
investigating the roles of the coursebook. This study was therefore conducted (o better
understand the role of a coursebook by exploring how teachers use a coursebook in one
institutional setting and what factors influence its use. The data was derived from intact
classes of four teachers of low intermediate students in a prestigious language center in
Chiang Mai. The study investigated how these native English speaking teachers with
different amounts of TESOL teaching experience, used different units of the coursebook

Interchange Third Edition, Student Book 1. In the data collection process, video recording,

retrospective interview and a task analysis checklist were used to analyze and understand the
use of the coursebook.

It was found that the coursebook was used selectively as a resource or support rather
than as plan or script. In addition to unmodified and modified coursebook tasks, many
supplementary tasks were observed in the classrooms because the teachers used the content
in the coursebook to give them ideas to generate other coherent additional tasks. Therefore,
there was little evidence that the coursebook ‘deskilled’ the teachers through léading to them
becoming dependent on it. There were many factors that influenced how the coursebook was
used including the need to raise learners’ interest, perceptions of learners’ experience,
grammar as important element in language learning, the institutional syllabus, classroom
management issues, preparation to real life, time constraints, and skepticisim about teaching
pronunciation. Although the coursebook was used selectively as a resource, all four teachers

in the study seemed to be satisfied with it.
