The
participants in this study w ergraduate students enrolled in English course II
(AE 102) during the smeiion of 2008 at one of the Universities in the North of
Thailand. This sample group Was randomly selected by cluster random sampling.

The instrume: d in this research were divided into two main types,
treatment and &ecting instruments. There were two types of treatment
instruments in this research: (1) a proto-syllabus, and (2) lessons plans. The data

collecting instruments in this research were: (1) the form to evaluate the lesson plan

before being implemented, (2) learning strategies questionnaire (Pre/Post), (3)



lifelong learning skills tasks, (4) reflection form for task planning and evaluating, and

(5) students’ interview. The statistics employed were arithmetic mean, percentage,
standard deviation, and paired sample t-test.

The results show that the strategy training is effective in developing the
students’ lifelong learning skills, because the students® communication skills, higher
order thinking skills, and self-directed learning skills increased/significantly. Dealing
significant skills for lifelong learning, the students’ speaking,skills show significant
improvement (P < .05). The students’ listening skills, re%ﬂls, the writing skills,
and the thinking skills are all progressively improve%&ults form the task
reflection form for planning and self-evaluating @at the students know how to

make a plan for their language task, and be a@sess their own progress.

Regarding learning strategies, the frequen tudents’ used of language learning

strategy increase significantly (P < .05 erning students’ opinion toward the

strategy training collected form thenterview it reveals that they believe that strategy
training helps them develop th%ong learning skills. Thus, it can be concluded

that the strategies training is effectiVg in fostering the students’ lifelong learning
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
