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ABSTRACT

This thesis was done out of the real need to design an English syllabus for the first year

theological students at a seminary in Myanmar. In doing this, questionnaires and email

interviews were used to find out the needs, preferences, and problems of the students.

The respondents were the first and the final year students as well as the teachers ofa

seminary in Myanmar. Moreover, analysis and evaluation of some commercial

coursebooks and reading and writing text books were done to find out the kinds of



fearning activities and tasks used that promote learning processes, topics, skills and
strategies that are included, and the nature of theological English as well as some
academic writing types. The data collected from the empirical research varied much as
there were three different groups of respondents. Difficulties and problems encountered
by the students were ample, covering the English language four skills, grammar and
vocabulary, as well as motivation and interest. However, based on the data assessed, the

syllabus was proposed as a topic-based integrated syllabus.
