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ABSTRACT

The objective of the research entitled “The Factors Related to the Grade
point Averages of Chiang Mai Undergraduate Students Majoring in Western Music” was
to study the factors related to the grade point averages of Chiang Mai undergraduate
students majoring in Western Music.

The sample groups were comprised of 133 students that were second
year and above of Payap University and Chiang Mai Rajabhat University in the 2009
academic year. The questicnnaire focused on the internal and the external factors which
evaluated the effectiveness by the 3 specialists. The reliable level of the internal factors
was 0.874 while the external factors was 0.84. SPSS was used to analyze the social
statistics which include frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, and
Pearson’s Correlation Coefficient.

The research revealed that the internal factors which related to the grade
point averages were ambition, attitude toward music and attention. The external factors

were the quality of teachers, the relationship between teacher and student, and



the inspiration from family. From the study of the internal coefficients, it was found that
the relationship between the grade point averages and the teaching management had a
positive éignificant statistic of .01 and the relationship between the grade point averages
and the responsibility had a positive significant statistic of .05. From the study of the
external coefficients, it was found that the relationship between the grade point
averages and the the relationship between teacher and student had a positive
significant statistic of .01 and the relationship between the grade point averages and the

quality of teacher was also a .01.
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
