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ABSTRACT

Currently, the information is valuable. In Thailand, there is the law for
controlling the information, especially personal information. However, it is not covered
with the whole system, and personal information protection is important. Now, there is
the Official Information Act. But, this Act covers only such personal information in the
possession of individuals. Despite some laws protect the personal information in the
whole private possession, such as the personal information in the possession of a
financial institution under the Credit Information Business Act B.E. 2545,

The private right or the right to privacy is a basic human right. At
present, it focuses on the protection of the private right, including the right of the
nersonal information. As-the right to privacy is one type of the private right, and the right
to privacy can have many subsidiaries for collecting the personal information of the
person who contacts with organizations or agencies on a regular basis. If the benefit
allocation of the organizations or agencies does not make trouble for others, but today it
is not like that.

It focuses on the protection of the private right, especially the right of the
personal information. One important reason s that we have to accept that the

technology is fast, therefore it makes the communication in various fields to be easier



and more convenient. The data transfer or data extraction from databases in various
systems will make the transmission of perscnal information more easily and quickly.
Currently, the Personal Information Protection Bill, B.E.... is proposed, it
is the personal information in the private sector. However, the above bill focuses on not
to disclose the personal information specifically. Therefore, it should specify the features
and the type of personal information by classifying it clearly, especially the specification
of the sensitive data for government officials and agencies could set guidelines on the
personal information appropriately to the data features. It would make the protection of

rights and freedoms more efficiently.
