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ABSTRACT

The basis of the research siudy aims 1) to develop and evaluate an Active
Learning Strategies Curriculum designed for a group of K2 Students and 2) to
investigate pertinent English communication ability before and after the
implementation of a new Active Learning Strategies curriculum, The participants in
the study were two pre-school classes of children from ages 4 and 5 years (total 24).
These children atiended a private institution and they were part of the Native Spcaker
Program at the school. The school is located in Northern, Thailand in the city of
Chiang Mai. Participant’s progress was tracked over a two term period (2011-2012).
The instruments used in this study were treatment and data collecting instruments.
The treatment was an Active Learning Strategies Curriculum. The data collecting
instruments were questionnaires for parents, administrator interview questions, peer
observation of the teacher by a professional in the field and reflective inquiry in the
form of a teacher’s journal, pre-tests and post- tests, formative assessment, and
student portfolio. Data collected from these instruments were analyzed by employing
descriptive statistics such as percentage, mean and standard deviation for quantitative
data and content anatysis for qualitative data,

The results of the study reveal that the developed Active Learning Strategies
Curricutum is effective because it can improve K2 students’ English communication
ability. Their English communication ability before and after the implementation of
the Active Learning Strategies curriculum can be seen from the results of pre-test and
post-test. Their pre-test mean score is 17.39 whereas the post-test is 18.25. This
shows students’ improvement in English. From the formative assessment, il shows a
continuing increase in cognitive performance which was documenied and analyzed
over an 1§ week period. In addition, students’ English communication ability
presented in porifolio evaluation is at a very good level (mean =2.97). Moreover, the
results reveal that all stakeholders have reported positively in regards to implementing
the new curriculum.
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
