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ABSTRACT

This study, “Creating Media for Practicing Ear Training Skills by Using E-Learning.
A Case Study : MUA104 Sight-reading and Dictation Il at The College of Music, Payap -
University” has three purposes.: 1.to create an e-learning program for music listening
skills (dictation) at the level of the course mentioned above, 2.to study the effectiveness
of using the program for learning music dictation skills 3.to ascertain the level of satisfaction
of those using the program.

The sample group used for this study was five university music majors who received
scores of lower than 50% in their mid-term exam of dictation skills in the University course
MUA 104 in the school year 2013. The research instruments used for research were : 1.e-leamning
program which divided the musical listening skills into 6 units : exercises recognizing
intervals, exercises with triads, exercises with rhythms, exercises with melodies, exercises
writing rhythms, and exercises writing melodies. 2.notebook for recording progress in

e-learning and 3.questionnaire concerning satisfaction of the learners.



The results were as follows : 1.The e-leamning program matched well with the
course topic (MUA 104), making it useful supplement for studying/teaching the course.
2.The students progressed well with the program, receiving an average score of 87.4%
on their lesson exercises. And 3.After using the program, the students received an average
score of 65.32% on the dictation section of their final exam, and they indicated satisfaction

in using the program, scoring an average of 4.89 out of 6 possible points.
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
