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ABSTRACT

This study investigated factors that potentially motivate the participation of Myanmar
studeats in oral interaction in a communicative English-language teaching classroom
at Beam Education Foundation in Chiang Mai, Thailand. Data were collected using
classroom observations, questionnaires and interviews. The data collection was done
during the first semester of a three-month course. The classroom factors investigated
included teacher-student interactions, student-student interactions, leamers’

- mdti‘vation,'teachcrs’ facilitation and the materials used in the classroom. First, two
teachers and their students were observed for two months and two lessons video- _
recorded. This aimed to find out what kinds of classroom activities motivated students’
participation in oral interaction. Next, questionnaires concerning students’ beliefs and
attitude towards classroom activities were given. At the end of the term, 3 teachers and
5 students were interviewed individually. The findings indicated that students’
disposition to oral interaction varied according to the type of activities, choice of
materials and pedagogical techniques employed by the teachers. Moreover, it was
found that the use of Burmese language in teaching English deserved further
investigation.
