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This thesis examines the discourse structure of the sermon of Phrakhru Sophon

Boonyaphorn, a famous monk in Northern Thailand.

The first chapter discusses the theoretical background and the methods used in
analysis. Chapter two studies the surface structure of Phrakhru Sophon’s sermons.
Chapter three deals with the types of mitigation which the monk uses to convince the
audience to follow the commands. Chapter four examines the rhetorical devices that
the monk uses in his message to make the sermon interesting to the audience. Chapter
five studies the language used in the social context and cultural activities of the

Northern Thai people.

From the study, it was found that the sermons of Phrakhru Sophon Boonyaphorn
consisted of well organized teaching points. Each teaching point has one main theme
or topic. To help the audience understand the teaching points, he gives examples that

occur in Northern Thai society.
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
