ABSTRACT

IMPLEMENTING
LESSONS USING TASK-BASED LEARNING ACTIVITIES
TO PROMOTE SPEAKING-LISTENING SKILLS OF
UNDERGRADUATE STUDENTS,

The objectives of this study were: (1) to implement lessons
using task-based activities to promote speaking-listening skills of
undergraduate students at Chiang Mai University and (2) to
compare their speaking-listening skills before and after using task-
based learning activities. The subjects were 13 undergraduate
students from 5 different Faculties taking course 001310 (Oral

Expression II) in section 4 during the first semester of the academic

year 2003.
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Five instruments were used in this study. They were as follows:
1. Lesson plans using task-based activities
2. Lesson plan evaluation form
3. Reflection writing
4. Oral presentation
5. Interview
The researcher taught the subjects using task-based learning
activities for one semester from June Sth, 2003 to September 4“’, 2003.
Before implementing the lessons, the subjects were interviewed to assess
their speaking—ﬁstening skills. During the thirteen weeks, the 12 lesson
plans were evaluated by the students and the instructor. To assess the
students’ speaking-listening skills, both the instructor and the students
carried out 5 different assessment activities throughout the semester.
At the end of the implementation of all lesson plans, interviews were
conducted to assess students’ speaking-listening abilities. The data
obtained were analyzed by using mean, standard deviation and
percentage.
The results showed that all 12 lesson plans were effective.
Regarding students’ speaking-listening skills, they did improve in the

categories of fluency, accuracy, and comprehensibility respectively.
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
